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FEBRUARY SWFAS MEETING

The Southwest Florida Archaeologi-
cal Society will meet on Wednesday,
February 16 at 7:00 pm at the Bonita
Springs Community center at Old 41
and Reynolds Street. The public is
invited to attend this meeting.

Our speaker, Asa Randall, will speak
on The Places of Archaic Inhabita-
tion on Hontoon Island, Florida.

Since the time of Jeffries Wyman,
the immense shell mounds on Hon-
toon Island in the middle of St. Johns
River basin have captivated ar-
chaeological attention. Through lim-
ited excavations and chance finds,
these mounds have been considered
primarily late prehistoric phenomena.
Recent investigations on Hontoon Is-
land by the University of Florida’s St.
Johns Archaeological Field School
challenge these notions. There is
now ample evidence to indicate that
these mounds are pre-ceramic Ar-
chaic in origin. Moreover, systematic
survey and test excavations around
the island have documented numer-
ous non-mounded sites that reca-
pitulate the culture-historical se-
quence of the mounded sites.
Through a review of recent research,
the relationship between these sites,
and the implications of their Archaic
foundations for culture history, are
explored.

Asa Randall is currently a Ph.D stu-
dent in the Department of Anthropol-
ogy at the University of Florida. A
native of Massachusetts, Asa Ran-
dall received his B.A. in Archaeologi-
cal Studies from Boston University in
1999, and an M.A. in Anthropology
from the University of Florida in
2002. Between 1999 and 2002 Mr.
Randall was a staff member of the
University of Alabama’s Dust Cave
research project, where he acted as
a field assistant and specialist in
lithic technology. During this period
Mr. Randall also co-directed excava-
tions at Stanfield-Worley Bluff Shel-
ter. Upon completion of his Masters
Thesis, a study of Early Archaic
hafted biface technology in the Mid-
South, Mr. Randall has been in-
volved in several large research pro-
jects through the University of Flor-
ida’s Lab of Southeastern Archae-
ology. Under the direction of Dr. Ken
Sassaman, Asa was one of several
graduate students researching the
circumstances surrounding the de-
mise of the Late Archaic Stallings Is-
land culture. With Dr. Sassaman,
Mr. Randall is currently involved in a
long-term study of Middle and Late
Archaic settlement in the middle St.
Johns River valley. In particular, his
field research has focused on docu-
menting small, non-mounded sites
on Hontoon Island and their articula-
tion with nearby shell mounds.

Our good friend, and dedicated SWFAS
member, Jack Gaddy passed away on Janu-
ary 13, 2005 after a long bout with cancer.
Jack introduced Shirley and me to the field
of Archaeology when Dr. William Marquardt
needed volunteers for a Galt Island survey in
1987. Jack was also a dedicated guide and
protector of Galt Island for many years.

Jack was a constant attendee of the various
SWFAS meetings until in his advancing
years his hearing left him. He was proud of
his Florida beginning as a Florida “Cracker”
and was also proud of his Native American
heritage. When he called you on the tele-
phone you always knew that Jack was work-
ing on another project to help the environ-
ment, or just to help make the world a better
place to live. Some of his projects included
the establishment of over 40 osprey nest ar-
eas all over Pine Island. Another was the
elimination of the 2-cycle outboard engines
that left so much oil in the water. He was
also influential in persuading the developer
of Galt Island, from construction up to 370
condominiums resulting in the establishment
of 15 large sites on the south and west side of
the island. The remaining 25 acres of the is-
land have been left natural and two board-
walks wind through the beautiful black man-
grove swamps.

Jack will be missed by many on Pine Island
who saw through his gruff manners to the
man who really loved this world.
